1. Make sure the CopperZone patch correctly fits the surface it is being applied to. Create a paper template
the same dimensions of the patch if desired. The CopperZone patch can be cut/trimmed before removing the
adhesive backing if desired. It is best to overlap any cut edges with finished edges. The best surfaces for appli-
cation are cylindrical or rectangular products (pull bars, grab bars, stair rails, rectangular push and pull bars) &
flat surfaces (push plates, counter tops). While CopperZone can be applied to bent or spherical shapes, the
patch may have creasing when adhering to these items.

2. Thoroughly clean the product that the CopperZone patch is being applied to with an alcohol based clean-

ing solution and allow to completely dry.

3. Carefully and slowly remove the backing from
the CopperZone patch, taking care to not crease
or bend the patch.

4. Center the flat CopperZone patch on the center of the object. Press firmly from top
to bottom to eliminate any bubbles or creases and adhere the center of the patch to
the center of the object.

5. Working out from the center, slowly adhere one side
completely to the object. Press out from the center to

remove bubbles or creases.

6. Now, working out from the center, press the other side onto the object, again
slowly adhering and removing bubbles or creases (it is OK to overlap the patch onto

itself on cylindrical or rectangular objects).

7. Make sure to press down all edges to assure there are no loose or unapplied areas. Apply firm pressure to
entire patch for 15 seconds to completely secure the CopperZone patch to the object.
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
